1 General instructions

The length of the paper for the Fourth Education Conference should be between 3~5,000 words. Print all text, figures, and tables in a two-column format. The exceptions to the two column format are the title, author’s name and affiliation, email address, and full-width figures and tables. All margins are set to 1 inch (25 mm) or above. DO NOT put a page number in each page.
1.1 Typeset text and styles
1.1.1 The top of the first page
Use Arial font size 14 for the title, Times New Roman font size 11 for the author’s name and affiliation, and Courier New font size 11 for the email address. Title, author’s name, affiliation, and email address are centered.

   Insert a line between the title and the author’s name, and between the author’s name and affiliation.

1.1.2 Section and subsection headings
Label section and subsection headings in the style shown on this document. Use numbered sections. The style and font used are: bold Times New Roman font size 12 for a section heading, bold and normal Times New Roman font size 11 for a subsection heading. Insert a line between sections.
1.1.3 Body text

Use Times New Roman font size 11 for the body, and indent the first line of the second and later paragraphs.
1.2 Footnotes
Footnotes should appear at the bottom of the page, and should be numbered
. Use Times New Roman font size 10 for the footnotes.

2 Figures and tables

Place figures and tables close to where they are first mentioned, if possible. Wide figures and tables may run across both columns. Take a look at table 1as an example. Insert a line between text, figures and tables. The caption for a table should be placed at the top of the table. Use Arial font size 10 for tables.

The length of your paper for the Fourth Education Conference must be 2 - 10 pages. DO NOT put a page number on each page. The acceptable file format is Microsoft Word file or PDF. The paper should be sent to the conference organizer online at http://educationconference.vef.gov. 
4 References and appendices
4.1 References

Conform to the norms of the Chicago Manual of Style. Citations in the text appear in parentheses as (Author year) or (Author year, page). References to the author’s name should appear as Author (year) or Author (year, page).
   Full citation of literature referred to should be given in References. Arrange the references alphabetically by author’s name, rather than by the order of occurrence in the text. Punctuate and capitalize as exemplified in References below.

4.2 Appendices

Any appendix should appear directly after the reference, and should be given an informative title: Appendix A. Title of Appendix A.
